In order to support neighbourhoods and communities to come together to celebrate the 80th Anniversary of VE Day and mark this historical occasion, a grant scheme has been developed to allow local community groups to come together marking the occasion.


	SECTION D – THE DECISION

Having considered the recommendation to establish a grant scheme to allow communities to come together and mark the 80th Anniversary of VE Day and following consideration of all other relevant matters (set out in Section F), the decision-maker made the following decision:

That a grant scheme of £40,000 be established, funded from New Home Bonus, to allow communities to apply for a one-off grant of up to £500 where they can demonstrate that it is for the purposes of marking the 80th Anniversary of VE Day on 8 May 2025 (within a two-week period of the 8 May 2025). 


	SECTION E – REASONS FOR THE DECISION

In order to support neighbourhoods and communities to come together to celebrate the 80th Anniversary of VE Day on 8 May 2025 and mark this historical occasion, a grant scheme will allow for communities to apply for one-off funding of up to £500 to support them in marking the occasion. The funding will allow communities the flexibility and support to come together and create local events and initiatives to mark the occasion. It is intended that the funding be used to support community focussed events and activities which should be accessible to all and actively promoted to the community.

An application form and criteria have ben established and are attached to this decision setting out the criteria that must be satisfied when applying for funding. Applications will need to demonstrate that their event is for the purposes of celebrating the 80th Anniversary of VE Day and must take place within two weeks of the 8 May 2025.
